SCHOOL LEVEL ALLOCATIONS

An LEA must allocate funds to Title I participating school attendance areas or schools in rank order based on the number of children from low-income families.  The purpose of the Reserves and School Level Allocation report is to determine and document the amount of funds that must be allocated to school attendance areas or schools.  The report also serves as a planning tool for estimating future allocations.

· The amount of Title I funds set aside for required reserves

· The number of public school children from low-income families attending each school

· Number of private school children from low income families who would have attended the Title I public school

[image: image1.wmf]     Documentation to keep on file for your school level allocations report:

· Evidence that the LEA uses enrollment data that is consistent regarding the number of students residing in each of the school attendance areas.
· Evidence that the LEA is correctly applying the appropriate rule (125% rule vs. poverty bands)
· Evidence that the LEA has reserved funds that are reasonable and necessary to provide comparable services to children from participating school attendance areas to serve homeless students who do not attend participating Title I schools, and children in local institutions for neglected and delinquent youth.
· Evidence that the LEA has correctly calculated the amount of funds for equitable services to private school participants and their teachers and families.

· Evidence that the LEA, when applicable, has reserved funds for choice related transportation, supplemental educational services (SES), and professional development for school improvement.

· Evidence that the LEA has reserved at least 1% of its allocation for parental involvement if the LEA receives a Title I, Part A allocation of $500,000 or more.

· If required, evidence that after the LEA has determined the private school portion of the parental involvement reserve, the LEA has distributed at least 95% of the remainder of funds to schools.
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
