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Under NCLB [Sec. 1111(h)(6)(B)(ii)]; [Sec. 1111(h)(6)(A)]; [Sec.1119(a)(2); and 1111(b)(8)(C)] the federal government requires school districts to inform parents of their right to request information about if their children’s teachers are “highly qualified”, which means that the teachers are endorsed in the subject areas that they are teaching.  School districts must notify parents of students in Title I buildings that they have the right to request information regarding the professional qualifications of their child's or children's classroom teachers [Sec. 1111(h)(6)(A)].
