· Job reporting.xlt – submit to arra@ride.ri.gov
· Please see attached template, it provides additional guidance on how to complete the different data elements.
· When submitting your job data to arra@ride.ri.gov please provide the name and telephone number of a district contact for ARRA reporting related questions.
By September 11th:

· Register at www.federalreporting.gov. Once you have completed your registration on www.federalreporting.gov, you are required to notify OERR. Please follow detailed instructions at http://www.recovery.ri.gov/subrecipient.

September 29, 2009:

· Final “Job reporting.xlt” - submit to arra@ride.ri.gov. RIDE will compile job data submitted by districts and will submit to www.federalreporting.gov.
October 1st – 10th, 2009:
· Final “FederalReportingTemplateGrants_Loans.xls” – submit directly to www.federalreporting.gov 
IMPORTANT- Please make sure information is correct before your upload. Accuracy is critical since the file will be locked down and it becomes public once it is submitted.
October 11th – 22nd:

· Prime recipients will review their own data as well as data submitted by their sub-recipients at www.federalreporting.gov. The prime recipient review period begins on the eleventh (11th) day and ends on the twenty-first (21st) day after the end of the quarter. 

Oct 11th
· Data will be released at www.federalreporting.gov as early as the first day after the close of the reporting period; e.g., for October this will be October 11.

October 30th, 2009:
· Final reports will be published on www.recovery.gov 
We will keep you informed as we received more guidance from OERR or the federal agencies.
