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Title I Homeless Set Aside Funds 

School districts receiving federal funds must ensure that services are provided to all children and youth who are experiencing homelessness. Homeless children are eligible for Title I services even though they may not be in a Title I-served building.  NCLB Sec.1113(C)(3)(A) requires districts to reserve funds to provide services to homeless children who are not attending a participating Title I school. To assist with meeting this requirement, the law requires that school districts with non-Title I schools set aside Title I funds, as necessary, to provide services comparable to those that are provided to children in Title I, Part A funded schools. These funds can also support educationally related services to children in shelters and other locations where homeless children may live. The services provided with these funds should support homeless students to succeed in school and to meet the academic achievement standards. 
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You will need to know the approved uses of reserved funds and 


strategies related to the provision of comparable services for 
                      Homeless students (see RIDE Homeless Set-aside Frequently                       Asked Questions).  Comparable services do not necessarily mean the same services; therefore, these funds may also be used to provide services that are not ordinarily provided to other Title I students. 
It is a requirement that federal Title I funds cannot supplant other state or local funds, but should supplement (expand on or increase) the current services offered.
